Exams offered at Monument Dance Centre  

 
 

 We group our early year’s classes according to age from Baby Boppers at 18 months 

 Preschool – starting from age 2.5 years- 4 years old  

 Preparatory – children who attend Primary 1-2 

 Primary - children who attend Primary 2 -3 at school  

 Children in Primary & Grade 1 upwards are grouped according to their social emotional and physical abilities. Progress can 

be different for each individual child, so there are no set timetables for exam entry. 

 We try to ensure students sit a graded exam within 2 years as much as possible but students do need to attend extra 

coaching classes and put in lots of personal practise.  

 For our 2023 – 2024 session - we will be offering Ballet Exam coaching classes on Friday evenings – these classes will be 

priced at a subsidised rate of £40.00 per term, and will concentrate on exam syllabus only. Ballet exam candidates will no 

longer be able to join our regular ballet classes as an extra exam practice as most classes are full and have dancers 

working at different levels. If this is successful, we may consider a similar scheme for Modern and Tap exam work.

Once again, our exam candidates gained amazing marks in ISTD exams, special mention to Samuel who gained 99% 
and to Hannah P & Bethany M who gained 98%!- WOW-mazing!!

We believe that these marks prove, yet again, that our teachers do indeed know when our students are ready for an 
exam. We have an information sheet available to help you understand the process, criteria and notional study hours 
for exam type and selection.
